So far, 75% of our federations have not filled in or started filling in the questionnaire – or 

requested another language.

When enough time passes and experience is achieved, I am sure we are in the good 

track to find some good coaches out of this group.” 

 

The President of the Archery Federation of Djibouti, Omar Yousouf, thanked World Archery and 

the Olympic Solidarity for their assistance to the start of archery in the country. 

 

Niger 

With the financial support of Global Sport Development (GSD), 

the World Archery Development Agent for Africa, Khaled
