Prof Dr Erdener has been World Archery President since 2005 

and was re-elected for a fourth consecutive term at the 

federation's Congress in Mexico City in 2017.

Archery’s Athlete of the Year Award winners for 2017 were 

announced during the 2018 Indoor Archery World Cup Final in 

Las Vegas, USA on 10 February. In his first international season, 

Steve Wijler collected both the breakthrough and recurve men’s 

athlete of the year awards. Over 72,000 public votes were cast 

for the 2017 awards.
